TOWN COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

I.
CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor R.W. Rickett called the meting to order at 7:00 p.m.

II.
ROLL CALL:  Mayor R.W. Rickett, Dennis Palmer, Tom Johnson, Al Evans and


George Dewan.  Councilman Randy Robinson was not in attendance.  Also present


were Stephen Bishop, Town Attorney; Mary DeGon, Clerk/Treasurer; Dick Brown,


Assistant Public Works Director and John Goyke, Town Marshal/Public Works Dir.

III.
INTRODUCTION OF GUESTS:  None present

IV.
APPROVAL OF PREVIOUS MEETING MINUTES:  After council members


reviewed May 18, 2009 minutes, George Dewan made the motion to approve the


minutes as written.  Tom Johnson seconded the motion, all council members voted


yes – motion passed.

V.
TOWN MARSHAL REPORT:  John Goyke submitted a report for May 2009


showing his department’s activity for the month.  John attended the Garfield May Day


Parade.  A $1,500 grant has been spent for traffic enforcement for the month of May.

All dog owners that failed to license their dogs were sent notices and will receive a


District Court summons to pay their dog licenses.  Council members brought to John’s


attention that there are a few yards in Town that have not been mowed and are in


violation of our Town codes.

VI.
PUBLIC WORKS REPORT:  Dick Brown reported a water leak at 405 W Pearl which

will be repaired tomorrow.  To save money on chlorine for our water and sewer systems,


we have switched to 53 gallon barrels of chlorine from Oxarc.  The frame on the old


mower deck we use behind the New Holland tractor has collapsed.  Dick will get


estimates for replacing the mower deck.  Al Evans thanked Dick and George Cotterill

for taking down the Willow’s signs for him to restore.

VII.
OLD BUSINESS:

A.
BUSINESS INCUBATOR PROJECT – The contractor has started to hang



sheetrock.  All the roughing in has been done on the electrical work.  We have



made two payments to the contractor consisting of the down payment of $9336



for start-up costs and some materials and another payment of $9336 when the



demolition was completed and it was ready for the plumbers/electricians.  The 


electrician has allocated a $50 allowance for light fixtures.


B.
ORGANIC RECYCLING PROJECT/AWARD BIDS – Mayor Rickett


informed council members that he was able to work with the lowest asphalt



bidder, Poe Asphalt Paving Inc., in reducing their original bid from $19,775.18



without tax to $14,608.51 without tax.  That would include three inches of



asphalt placed over 4 inches of gravel that we would provide and place at the site.



The Fence Man’s proposal we received after our last meeting came in with the


           
lowest fence bid of $7,337 without tax.  Palouse Hills had the best bid for Eko



blocks delivered in the amount of $3,580 without tax.  Tom Johnson made the



motion to award the Eko blocks bid to Palouse Hills in the amount of $3,859.24



which includes tax.  Dennis Palmer seconded the motion, all council members


voted yes – motion passed.  Dennis Palmer made the motion to award the fence



bid to The Fence Man in the amount of $7,909.29 which includes tax.  Tom



Johnson seconded the motion, all council members voted yes – motion passed.



Tom Johnson made the motion to award the asphalt bid to Poe Asphalt in the



amount of $14,608.51 without tax.  George Dewan seconded the motion.



Council members discussed the advantages and disadvantages of asphalt versus



concrete.  After much discussion, council asked Mayor Rickett to obtain more



information before council could make a decision.  Tom Johnson rescinded his 


motion and George Dewan rescinded his second motion.  No decision was made.

VIII.
NEW BUSINESS:

A.
SIX YEAR STREET PLAN – Council members reviewed the suggested



projects to be placed on the 2010 Six Year Street Report.  Mayor Rickett



will finalize the report and we will hold a public hearing for the Six Year Street 


Report at our next Town Council meeting on June 15th.


B.
MARYJANE’S 4TH OF JULY FARM FAIR – Mayor Rickett reviewed several


exciting things that will be planned in Town in addition to what MaryJane has



planned:  a fireman’s breakfast at the fire station, free swimming at the pool all



day, face painting, games in the park, craft tables, a display of farm machinery



and Model A and B cars by car clubs, pies and baked goods at the museum and


barbequed hot dogs & hamburgers at the Richfield station.  A local teen band,



Fading Anchor, will be playing in the park later in the afternoon.  Our non-profit



group, Friends for Living Choices, will have an information booth at their future


site and chances to win great stuff.  MaryJane’s staff  have asked our Mayor to


declare a proclamation that the Town supports this Farm Fair as a “green”



event.  Mayor Rickett read a proclamation he wrote for the event and council



members agreed it was appropriate. 


C.
LANDSCAPE WELCOME SIGNS – We would like to enhance the areas


around the Welcome to Oakesdale signs.  Council members gave a few ideas



and council consensus was to improve the areas.

IX.
COUNCIL MEMBER’S BUSINESS:

DENNIS – The painting should be finished by this weekend on the museum side of the

building.  Dennis thanked Dick & Debbie Brown and George Dewan for volunteering


their time to help paint the face of the buildings.  He has received several complaints


about the new flag holders on the light poles.  The flag poles are out too far from the


light poles and cars can not park close to the curb.  We might need to shorten the poles


or raise the brackets.  Al made the brackets and said he could not move them any higher


because the light poles get smaller in diameter.  Mayor Rickett will call the company who


installed the lights to see if they can help us get some holders that might work better on


the light poles.  Mayor Rickett thanked Dennis for the nice paint job at City Hall and


offered Dennis to use his spray gun for the remaining project.


TOM – His concerns about tall weeds and grass in a front yard on McCoy street

were already discussed under Town Marshal’s Report.


AL – Co-Ag and Ditzy’s purchased 2 big planters to put outside on the sidewalk in front


of their businesses.  They were inquiring if the Town Council would reimburse them


for the purchase of the planters.  They would like to purchase two more.  Council


consensus was not to allow reimbursement for planters.  We notice other businesses


have planters on the sidewalk in front of their buildings and we were not asked for


reimbursement.  We did not ask any of the local businesses to plant flowers in front


of their establishments.  Mayor Rickett stated we could help them water the pots with


the drip watering system from the trees if the planters were located close enough.

Dennis mentioned about 5 of the flags we put out on the holidays are looking very


weathered and need replacing.  He volunteered to stain the poles for the flags.


GEORGE – Nothing at this time.

TREASURER’S REPORT/APPROVAL OF PAID CHECKS:  Council members


reviewed May 2009 Treasurer’s Report, Receipt Register, Check Register and Inter-fund


Transfer Register.  George Dewan made the motion to approve paid checks #21151 - 
#21170 in the amount of $16,761.04 for claims and $7,975.47 for payroll totaling


$24,736.51 from May 21, 2009 through May 29, 2009.  Dennis Palmer seconded the


motion, all council members voted yes – motion passed.
