TOWN COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

**
PUBLIC HEARING FOR SIX YEAR STREET PLAN – Mayor R.W.

Rickett opened the public hearing at 7:00 p.m.  Mayor Rickett asked for


any public comment or concerns.  Randy Noble, TD & H, asked for


confirmation that the Steptoe Street and bridge project was still on the


plan.  This project is still listed.  Being no other comments from the public,


Mayor Rickett closed the public hearing at 7:04 p.m.

I.
CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor R.W. Rickett called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.


following the public hearing.

II.
ROLL CALL:  Mayor R.W. Rickett, Randy Robinson, Dennis Palmer, Tom Johnson,


Al Evans and George Dewan.  Also present were Mary DeGon, Clerk/Treasurer and


Dick Brown, Public Works.

III.
INTRODUCTION OF GUESTS:  Mike Nearing and Randy Noble, TD & H


Engineering.


Mike came representing Sam & Barbara Peringer and himself in regards to what animals


can be allowed in their neighborhood on McCoy and how much property does the owner


have to own for said animals.  Mike was given a copy of the code pertaining to that area


which is zoned as rural residential.  The code explains a ½ acre is needed per animal for


horses, cattle, sheep or goats.  The raising of animals for the private use and enjoyment of


the resident is allowed as long as a health hazard or nuisance is not created:  rabbits and


poultry at a density of ten animals per lot, not including young under one month of age.
IV.
RANDY NOBLE, TD & H:  Randy explained to council members that the

Transportation Board of Improvements (TIB) is not accepting applications this year.


He hopes our council members will keep TD & H in mind if we need any assistance


and/or guidance on any of our engineering needs.  Councilman George Dewan asked

about the lack of TIB work and if it has affected their company with employee cuts.


Randy assured council members we would not see a change in the services we receive


from TD & H, but they have had to downsize their employees as well due to the


economy.  Randy was asked by council his preference from asphalt to concrete for


the foundation of the outdoor recycling center.  Council discussed stimulus funding


and what could be available to entities such as ours in the future.

V.
APPROVAL OF PREVIOUS MEETING MINUTES:  After council members


reviewed June 1, 2009 minutes, Tom Johnson made the motion to approve the minutes as

written.  Al Evans seconded the motion, four council members voted yes and one


abstained from voting – motion passed.

VI.
OLD BUSINESS:


A.
BUSINESS INCUBATOR PROJECT – PAINT COLORS – Council


members were shown the interior color choices of the walls and wainscoting for


the business incubator.  Council members made suggestions to maybe go lighter



colors, but left the choice up to Russ and Mary.


B.
ORGANIC RECYCLING PROJECT – ASPHALT OR CONCRETE –



Mayor Rickett discussed the asphalt versus concrete for the organic recycling



area with Cliff Morey from TD & H.  Concrete would be the more logical choice



when you consider the longevity.  However, it will cost twice as much and put us



way over the grant monies.  We would be looking at least a $10,000 or more



cost difference from concrete to asphalt.  Mayor Rickett reviewed the inter-local



agreement we have with the school in the use of this property for the purpose of



recycling and we are required to return the property in the same condition as we



acquired it.  Asphalt would be easier to remove than six inches of reinforced



concrete.  Randy Robinson made the motion to award the asphalt bid for the



organic recycling project to the lowest bidder, Poe Asphalt Paving Inc. with a



total bid price of $14,608.51 without tax.  Tom Johnson seconded the motion,



all council members voted yes – motion passed. 


C.
BIDS FOR MOWING DECK – Dick Brown submitted ten price quotes for


a deck mower and center mount mower for the New Holland tractor.  Council



reviewed various prices and which type of mower would be in the Town’s best



interest.  Randy Robinson suggested spending the money on a used commercial



mower instead of putting more money into the New Holland tractor.  Council



discussed the use of the tractor and since we have it we may as well as use it to



it’s potential.  George Dewan made the motion to purchase a center mount



mower for the New Holland tractor for $4,600 or less.  Dennis Palmer seconded



the motion, four councilmen voted yes and one councilman abstained – motion


passed.


D.
PERSONNEL MANUAL REVIEW – CHAPTER 10 – Tabled

WILLOW’S – PAINT COLORS – Council discussed the outside color to be



painted on the Willow’s recycling center.  The two colors that were mentioned



were a light grey or tan with white trim.  Council did not choose a color, but left



it up to Mayor Rickett and Mary to decide.

NEW BUSINESS:

A.
RESOLUTION NO. 2009-300 – Per council member’s request, a resolution



was made regarding council’s approval on September 15, 2008 for Craig 



Rickett’s fence being placed on the Town’s right-of-way.  The permission


was granted by council and stated in the minutes.  The resolution would be



a better way to index the request.  Randy Robinson made the motion to dispense



with the reading of Resolution No. 2009-300.  Dennis Palmer seconded the



motion, all council members voted yes – motion passed.  Randy Robinson made



the motion to adopt Resolution No. 2009-300 granting permission by a resolution


rather than just an entry in the Town’s Council meeting minutes of September



15, 2008 giving Craig Rickett permission to install a privacy fence on the Town’s



right-of-way on 7th Street.  Al Evans seconded the motion, all council members



voted yes – motion passed.


B.
RESOLUTION NO. 2009-301 – George Dewan made the motion to dispense



with the reading of Resolution No. 2009-301.  Randy Robinson seconded the



motion, all council members voted yes – motion passed.  George Dewan made



the motion to adopt Resolution No. 2009-301 for the Comprehensive Street



Program for the first year of the ensuing six years of work to be done in 2010.



Tom Johnson seconded the motion, all council members voted yes – motion



passed.

VIII.
COUNCIL MEMBER’S BUSINESS:

RANDY – He inquired about MaryJane Butters 4th of July Farm Fair.  He missed the last

meeting and update.  He asked if we have served the junk car notices yet.  There are

several junk cars located at 308 W Pearl that could qualify as junk cars.  John is aware


of those vehicles and will be serving the notices soon.


DENNIS – He asked about the cost to turn someone’s water off and/or on.  We should be


charging more money for those services and maybe people would pay their bills in a


more timely matter.  Council discussed current fees and looked at the late notice fee


as well.  It was suggested to put this topic on the next agenda.  Mayor Rickett suggested


charging the certified fee as well when a shut-off notice is issued.  Dennis asked who the


notary publics are in town.  Mary knows Cherie Hodges and Gretchen Peringer are both


notary publics.


TOM – He thanked everyone who volunteered their time to paint the front of City Hall

and the museum.  It all looks very nice!  He also thanked Jeffrey DeGon and his family


for mowing the very overgrown yard at 605 W McCoy.  It is such an improvement!


AL -   He questioned the number of CPL’s that have been issued lately and could it be a

liability for the Town.  He was informed John only takes care of the initial paperwork and


the WA State Patrol and FBI Criminal History Section process the information and clear


the individual for the concealed pistol license.  John will only process Oakesdale citizens


for a CPL.  Mayor Rickett will check with AWC RMSA about the liability.


GEORGE – Nothing at this time


RUSS – The flag pole holders that would match the new street lights in front of Co-Ag


and Ditzy’s would cost $182.33 each.  It was decided that we would try to fabricate 


a holder that we could mount higher on the poles than the ones we are presently using.

TREASURER’S REPORT/APPROVAL OF CHECKS:  Council members reviewed


the Treasurer’s Report for June 2009.  Tom Johnson made the motion to approve paid


checks #21171 through #21200 in the amount of $4,169.93 for claims and $7,119.13 for


payroll totaling $11,289.06 from June 05, 2009 through June 15, 2009.  Dennis Palmer


seconded the motion, all council members voted yes – motion passed.
