CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor R.W. Rickett called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

ROLL CALL:  Mayor R.W. Rickett, Al Evans, Tom Johnson and Dennis Palmer.

were Mary DeGon, Clerk/Treasurer; Dick Brown, Public Works and John Goyke,


Town Marshal/Public Works Director.

APPROVAL OF PREVIOUS MEETING MINUTES:  After council members


reviewed August 3, 2009 minutes, Tom Johnson made the motion to approve the minutes


as written.  Dennis Palmer seconded the motion, all council members voted yes – motion

passed.

OLD BUSINESS:

A.
TOWN MARSHAL REPLACEMENT – Mayor Rickett discussed the meeting


he had with Dan Brown which also included Al Evans, Dennis Palmer and Mary 


DeGon last Friday to review an agenda of items and answer any remaining 


questions regarding the part-time Town Marshal position.  Council members 


reviewed the agreement between the Town and the part-time Marshals. Dennis 


Palmer made the motion to go from a full-time Town Marshal position to a part-


time Town Marshal position effective September 1, 2009.  Tom Johnson 



seconded the motion, all council members voted yes – motion passed.  Mayor


Rickett reviewed Resolution No. 2009-305 Section 3 that changes the status of


the Town Marshal from full-time to part-time effective September 1, 2009.  The



pay rate will be $19.00 per hour from the Current Expense Fund 001.  Section 5



states effective September 1, 2009 the part-time Town Marshal position will not



receive any medical, dental or vision insurance.  Dennis Palmer made the motion



to adopt Resolution No. 2009-305.  Al Evans seconded the motion, all council



members voted yes – motion passed.


B.
WATER/SEWER OPERATOR – We have solved the vacancy of our certified


water operator today.  Mayor Rickett and John Goyke met with Frank Triplett



who is a Level 4 Certified Water Operator.  He would contract to provide the



service for $300 per month.  Al Evans asked Dick Brown if he has any interest in



obtaining his certification for water operator.  Dick said it could be a possibility.


Al asked before any contract is signed to consider not making it for more than



one year at a time which would give an opportunity for Dick to be trained.  Tom



Johnson made the motion to give Mayor Rickett permission to sign a contract



between the Town and Certified Water Operator, Frank Triplett.  Dennis Palmer



seconded the motion, all council members voted yes – motion passed.


C.
SNOW PLOW BLADE – George Cotterill and Dick Brown mounted what we


think was the original snow plow blade on the truck.  We are unsure of the reason



the blade had not been used in the past, but it appears to be in much better



condition than the current one.  We will be able to use this blade and we may



have the option of converting the mounting set-up from the other blade if we



need to.  We will not need to purchase a new blade as we first assumed.

PAINTING THE WILLOWS – The paint has been purchased and Bill Lanius


was awaiting the weather to cooperate.  Al Evans stated the building was painted



today.

RV ORDINANCE – Al Evans submitted a draft of a possible parking/stopping 


ordinance that he and Councilman Randy Robinson arranged.  Council members


reviewed the ordinance which addresses citizens living in recreational trailers/



vehicles and any type of vehicle parked along city right-of-ways causing 



congestion on roads and safety concerns.  This draft ordinance will be placed


on the next council meeting for further discussion when we have all council



members present.

DENNIS – He asked if the Town could send Mark Doneen a letter of appreciation


for the brick work completed on the little gas station.  Dennis will be painting the rest


of the trim on the building and sealing the roof.  There are some electrical concerns


we should have an electrician look into.
