TOWN COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

I. CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor Dennis Palmer called the meeting to order at 7:04 p.m. 

II. ROLL CALL:  Mayor Dennis Palmer, Randy Robinson, Tom Johnson and Dolores Haley. 

 Councilmen Tom Crooks and Al Evans were not in attendance. Also present was Mary 

 DeGon, Clerk/Treasurer. 

 

III. INTRODUCTION OF GUESTS:  None 

 

IV. APPROVAL OF PREVIOUS MEETING MINUTES:  Council members reviewed June 6, 2016 

 minutes. Tom Johnson made the motion to approve the minutes as written. Dolores Haley 

 seconded the motion, all council members voted yes – motion passed. 

 

V. OLD BUSINESS: 

 A. UP RAILROAD AGREEMENT – The UP Railroad returned the agreement to Stephen  

  Bishop with many changes. The two biggest changes were the liability insurance and 

  granting the Town construction easement across railroad property to access the  

  bridge. The revised agreement was also sent to our liability insurance carrier who  

  has numerous concerns about the insurance requirements. In fact, AWC RMSA  

  cannot meet the insurance requirements the railroad is stating. Council members  

  asked to table this topic until all documents could be reviewed. Mayor Palmer also  

  needs to discuss this with our Town Attorney, Stephen Bishop. 

 

 B. POLICE POLICY MANUAL – No updates 

 C. GENERATOR FOR WELL – We are still working on getting the specs of the well and  
  putting a bid together. 
 
 D. SIX YEAR STIP – Council members reviewed the updated Six Year Transportation  
  Improvement Plan.  There will be a Public Hearing before the next council meeting  
  on Tuesday, July 5th. Council members had no changes or comments. 
 

VI. NEW BUSINESS: 

  

 A. BUILDING INSPECTOR ACCIDENT – On June 11th, Bob Hill was following up on a  

  building permit on Steptoe Ave when he fell and injured himself. He sustained  

  tendon injuries to both legs. He had surgery the next day on both legs and is in  

  immobile braces for eight weeks. He is in recovery at a rehab facility on the South  

  Hill. This accident has been turned in to Labor and Industries. Council members  
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  talked about getting a temporary building inspector while Bob is recovering.  

  Dolores will call Zach Lanahan from Tekoa to see if he would be interested.  

 

 B. OLD MILL DAYS – Council members received an Old Mill Days schedule of all the  

  events happening on July 8th & 9th. Council members will participate in the parade.  

  Mary will submit the parade entry form. 

  

 C. LIBRARY BUILDING – Council members reviewed two quotes from Sherwin- 

  Williams for replacing the carpet in the Library and replacing the bathroom flooring. 

  We would replace the worn out carpet with two by two feet carpet squares and  

  replace the VCT flooring in the bathroom with vinyl. The carpet squares are more  

  durable and the squares can be replaced if damaged. The carpet bid was $1,942.97  

  and the bathroom vinyl was $272.73. Randy Robinson made the motion to accept  

  the two bids from Sherwin-Williams replacing the flooring at the Library building.  

  Tom Johnson seconded the motion, all council members voted yes – motion passed. 

 

VII. COUNCIL MEMBER’S BUSINESS: 

 

 DOLORES – She will be showing the museum tomorrow to a couple from Yakima to see if 

 they can find anything on her great grandfather who was a barber in Oakesdale during the 

 1900’s. There is an ice cream social at the Museum this Friday, June 24th from 4:30pm to 

 7:30 pm. 

  

 TOM J. – Nothing at this time. 

 

 RANDY – He wanted to make sure we get an agreement with Brad Sullivan for the RV 

 dumpsite the Town installed last month. This was already mentioned to Stephen Bishop at
