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This is what our First Street Sidewalk Project looked like on August 27th.  The area is covered with a weed barrier and will be covered by the river rock in the pile to the left.  The little red flags mark the location of our landscaping plants.

As the above pictures show, this project is nearing completion.  After the area is covered with river rock, handrails will be installed on both sides of the handicap ramps and on both sides of the steps.  


Because the grant we received from Washington State’s Transportation Improvement Board (TIB) for this project only allows 3% of the total cost toward landscaping we were going to get a pretty skimpy landscaping job from the contractor.  We asked TIB if they would give us the landscaping money and let us do the job ourselves.  Instead of getting 9 plants and a drip irrigation system for the 9 plants we are able to put in the 119 plants the landscape architect called for with a drip irrigation system for each plant.  

A special “thanks” to Marshall & Kay Miller and Debbie Brown for placing flags at the location for each of the plants.  Another big “thanks” to George Dewan for taking responsibility for the irrigation drip system and to Dick Brown, Randy Robinson and Dennis Palmer for working with George to install the system over the week-end.  We would also be remiss not to thank Randy Noble with the engineering firm of Thomas, Dean & Hoskins for convincing TIB that they should have the contractor install a weed barrier and rock for erosion protection which was not in the original plan.

We have the plants ordered and will be looking for volunteers to help us plant them.  If you have experience with plants, or want to get experience with plants, please let Mary know at 285-4020 and watch for an announcement to be posted around town advising the date and time we would like to do the planting.
