OUTDOOR BURNING


 Outdoor burning of plant material, in piles, is allowed again on October 1st until July 1st of 2009 unless Washington State’s Department of Ecology imposes a total burning ban on Jan. 1st, 2009 to comply with the State’s Clean Air Act.

Burning is allowed all days except Sundays and holidays and only between the hours of 7:30 a.m. and 4:00 p.m.  Fires must be completely extinguished by 4:00 p.m.   


 Remember, according to our Municipal Code, an outdoor fire must not be a nuisance which is defined as “any burning or smoking which directly impacts another person in
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such a manner as to be bothersome, harmful, or offensive to that person”. (0MC 3.48.020)

PUBLIC SAFETY & STREET LEVIES


Each year, for the past several years, we have asked our voters to decide if the Town should levy special taxes for the following year for public safety and street maintenance because we cannot provide the services we are now providing without additional revenue.  This year, because of the increased cost of living for all of us, we are asking for the same amounts we asked for last year, even though, because the Town’s expenses have also increased drastically, we will have to cover the revenue shortfall with some of our reserve cash.  This November’s general election ballot will be asking if we should levy a special tax of $30,000 for law enforcement and fire protection and $20,000 for street maintenance.  We will appreciate your consideration of these two levies.
