CENSUS JOBS


The U.S. Census is hiring for work in March of 2009.  This is an intermittent job that has flexible hours.  The pay is $11.75 per hour for address listing.


You will need to be able to attend a 40 hour paid training.  After the training, you will work out of your home and work the hours that fit your schedule.  This will be door to door work.  There will be about 5 weeks of work and then other small operations between now and the Census 2010 in April 2010.


Applicants must be at least 18 or have GED or high school diploma.  You will need to take a half hour basic skills test and fill out an application.  Bring your passport or drivers license and Social Security card.  Tests are scheduled in most towns in Whitman County.  Call 509-570-1220 to schedule a test time.


Oakesdale tests are scheduled at the school in the Pre School room February 4th and 11th at 2:00 p.m.  There are tests in Pullman every week.  Call to schedule.
