FLUSHING WATER SYSTEM


Enclosed you will find an important notice about our water system.  A recent routine water sample detected the presence of coliform bacteria in our system.  While this is not serious we have to immediately begin to take steps to correct the problem.  We are presently adding chlorine to the water to eliminate the bacteria and looking for the source of the problem.  One of the steps we need to take is to flush our water lines by opening our fire hydrants.  If you have been in Oakesdale very long you know that this usually stirs up the rust colored sediment that settles in our system which usually lasts for a couple of days.  It does not harm the water even though it does not make it very attractive to drink.  It also makes washing clothes a problem.  


We are planning to flush our system on Wednesday, May 6th.  We are giving you advance notice so you can keep some drinking water in your refrigerator if you prefer not to drink the tap water and do your clothes washing either before or after the flushing.  We are sorry for the inconvenience.
WATER METER READING

With a little help from Mother Nature and a lot of extra effort from our meter readers we were able to get meters read for your April billing.  If your billing indicates you may have had an undetected water leak during the time we could not read your meter the Town can adjust your billing after the leak has been fixed. ELECTIONS

The Town will have the Mayor position and three Council positions available for election to begin in 2010.  

Position 4 held by Councilman Randy Robinson and Position 5 held by Councilman Thomas Johnson are four year terms and will run through 2013.  
Position 3 held by Councilman Dennis Palmer will run through 2011 since he was appointed to fill a vacant position.


The Mayor position will run from 2010 through 2013.


Filings for these positions can be made by mail or in person at the Whitman County Courthouse.   The period for mailing filing runs from May18th through June 5th, 2009.  The period for filing in person runs from June 1st through June 5th, 2009.  The last day for candidate withdrawal is June 11th, 2009.
