ELECTION FILING REMINDER

The Town will have the Mayor Position and Council Positions 3, 4 and 5 available for election to begin in 2010.  

Position 4 held by Councilman Randy Robinson and Position 5 held by Councilman Thomas Johnson are four year terms and will run through 2013.


Position 3 held by Councilman Dennis Palmer will run through 2011 since he was appointed to fill this position when it became vacant.


The Mayor Position will run from 2010 through 2013.


Filings for these positions can be made by mail or in person at the Whitman County Courthouse.   The period for mailing filing runs from May18th through June 5th, 2009.  The period for filing in person runs from June 1 through June 5, 2009.  The last day for candidate withdrawal is June 11, 2009.
CITY HALL FACE LIFT

TOWN YARD SALE

TIRE AMNESTY DAY


Again this year Whitman County has set a Tire Amnesty Day for Saturday, July 11th for car and light truck tires only.  We will accept your tires during the week of July 6th and transport them to their site.  There is a limit of 12 tires per resident and sign up at City Hall is required through July 3rd.
PUBLIC HEARING


We are required to present a six year street plan to the WA DOT every year.  We will hold a public hearing on our 2010 – 2015 plan at 7 p.m. in our Council Chambers prior to our regular Council Meeting on June 15th.

WATER NEWS


Last month I notified you that a water sample had detected the presence of Coliform, a non-harmful bacteria, in our water system.   Since the Department of Health requires that there be zero presence of this bacteria in our system we immediately began taking steps to correct this situation which included chlorinating the water that was being pumped into the system.  We flushed all of our fire hydrants, cleaned our pump houses, flushed our water tower by overflowing it and fixed any water leaks that we could find.  Thanks to the good work of our employees, John Goyke and Dick Brown recent samples taken from several locations around town have shown no signs of Coliform.  We will continue to chlorinate our water for a while and should be able to reduce or eliminate the chlorinating if we continue to receive clean samples.   


MOSQUITO FOGGING


The town of Oakesdale will be fogging for mosquitoes beginning Tuesday June 2nd at 8 p.m. and will continue every Tuesday evening at the same time during the mosquito season. The equipment being used is a fogger that distributes a chemical called Pernethrin which is a common synthetic chemical widely used as an insect repellent. This is the same chemical we and our neighboring communities used last year with no harmful effect to humans, animals or birds.


We request that you close your windows while your area is being fogged and keep them closed until the fog has settled. 



If you do not wish to have your area fogged please notify City Hall at 285-4020 before 4pm on June 2nd.  We will do our best to keep the fog off your property.
