OPEN BURNING BAN

From July 1st through September 30th all backyard burning is prohibited.  The only exceptions are burning in cooking fire pits, barbeque devices and campfires that do not exceed four feet in diameter or two feet high. 
MOSQUITO FOGGING


We missed the first two Tuesday evenings foggings because the air needs to be calm for the fogging to be effective.  We will continue to fog as the weather permits for the rest of the mosquito season.
MAYOR AND COUNCIL ELECTIONS

Because no more than two people filed for the open mayor and council positions the candidates will be listed on the ballots for the November general election.  Councilman Al Evans and Councilman Dennis Palmer have filed for the mayor position and Councilman Tom Johnson has filed to retain Council Position 5.  No one filed for Position 4 presently held by Randy Robinson so this position will need to be filled by appointment.
OAKESDALE FIRE DEPARTMENT

For several years the Town of Oakesdale has been contracting with Whitman County Fire District No. 10 to provide fire protection and emergency medical service for the town.  The Town funded 28% percent of the cost of the new fire station and is providing one of the fire engines.  Operations are the responsibility of Fire District 10.  

Since Oakesdale used to have its own fire department and since most of the fire fighters and EMS providers live in Oakesdale we all refer to them as our Oakesdale Fire Department.  Fire Chief, Gary Shrope has asked us to provide space in our newsletter for a periodic update of their activities so the following is their first update.

” In an effort to help keep you better informed as to what’s happening in your local fire department, we have decided to include a brief update in the town news letter when we have pertinent information that needs to be passed along.  Our hope is to keep our citizens safe and informed as to what’s happening down at the firehouse.


The department will have its second pancake feed of the year on July 4th from 7:00-10:00 at the fire station.  This will be the same day as the Mary Jane Butters event scheduled for later in the day.  All proceeds from the pancake feed go directly back to the fire station.


Another update we would like to pass along is a District Levy that will be voted on in late August.  This levy is district only so it can not be voted on by those living inside the city limits.  Ballot’s should be showing up in the mail for those that are involved in this vote early July.  The purpose of this levy is to purchase one water tender truck and the replacement of a 1970’s Brush truck in our Oakesdale station.  The levy will be for two years at $35,000 per year.  For many years FD10 has had to rely on the local chemical company’s to provide water tankers during the fire season.  This has been a great benefit which we have greatly appreciated, but one we can no longer continue to burden them with. “
