SNOW REMOVAL
As we begin to see winter’s presence, your Public Works Department is doing all they can to keep the

When we get hit by a big snow storm, it can take most of a day to plow all the streets in Town. Some of our streets are narrower than others and it does help if cars can be removed from the side of the street so the snow plow can clear a better path.

GRANT FUNDING
The Town of Oakesdale received an email confirmation from Washington State Department of Transportation congratulating us on being awarded $535,500 from the Federal Highway Bridge Program to replace the bridge on Steptoe Street.  We also received funding from the Transportation Improvement Board for $116,300 to provide a sidewalk from First Street to Williams.  We are going to be very busy in 2011!

TOWN MARSHAL TALK
The police department has received several complaints about snowmobiles driving too fast in the city limits of Oakesdale on the city streets.  It is illegal to operate a snowmobile on a city street and due to the number of complaints, enforcement action will be taken if seen necessary.
