The Town was notified by Tom Murn, General Manager of Frontier Communications, regarding an outreach event that will be held on Thursday, February 3rd at the Fire Station from 11 am – 6 pm where hot dogs and hamburgers will be served. Frontier can now offer Oakesdale high speed internet and may offer bundle packages for telephone, internet and television. Oakesdale will now have the choices of high speed internet from First Step and Frontier. The Town is also considering an offer from the Port of Whitman to run fiber optics through Oakesdale for broadband services. If a franchise agreement is reached between both parties, the Port can lease access to the broadband for other companies to provide residential services to our community.
