Every person who solicits sales from house-to-house or business-to-business within the town must be at all times in possession of a valid solicitor's license, issued to the solicitor by the town clerk-treasurer. Solicitors shall have the option of either having an annual license, or a daily license. The cost of a daily license shall be five dollars, and shall be valid for the date of issuance only. The cost of an annual license shall be fifty dollars, and shall be valid for one year, beginning on the date issued. The fee for a solicitor's license shall be paid to the town clerk-treasurer; no license shall be issued until the appropriate fee for the license has been paid.
